Desk...

What's New at St. Laurence Catholic School?
The Education Commission, Father Andrew and | are
currently in the process of creating our 5 year Strategic
Plan for St. Laurence Catholic School. Some of the
highlights include:

Create a Catholic Identity Committee to identify the
current level of excitement in relation to our faith and
develop a plan of action to increase this based on those
results.

Technology upgrades beginning in the school year 2017-
2018. The goal is to work toward becoming a 1:1 school
to allow for a smooth transition into high school.
Three preschool options including a full day 4 year old
program, a half day 4 year old program, and a half day
3 year old program.

The addition of Spanish language classes in grades 5-8.
The expansion of our gifted enrichment program in
grades 3-8.

Alignment of our curriculum to the Next Generation
Science Standards without losing the current rigor of
our curriculum.

Implementation of Guided Math at all grade levels to
allow for individualization of math instruction.
Implementation of the Positive Behavior Intervention
and Supports program to address discipline in a way
intended to change behaviors and give students the
tools to make better choices.

Implementation of a Mindful Moments with Jesus
program that allows students to utilize the power of
prayer and meditation to decompress and lessen stress
and anxiety.

Continue to expand on partnerships with parents
including inviting all parents personally to become
members of our PTC, creation of a Parent Ambassador
Program, Principal/Teacher/Parent Book Club, Parent
University, and communication efforts.
