The most basic message of vocaƟons is that all of us have a calling and a specific purpose that God has created us 
for.  It is in discovering this purpose and in carrying it out to the best of our ability that we will find the fulfillment 
and peace and joy in our lives!  Lately I have been having fun speaking with middle schoolers throughout the diocese 
by holding up a hammer and asking them what it is and what its purpose is.  They of course nail it on the head (pun 
intended!).   Next I hold up a television remote and ask them what it is and what its purpose is as well. They power up the right 
answer every Ɵme!  Then comes the fun, I ask them what would happen if you would use a remote to put a nail into the wall or if 
we were to use a hammer to change the channel on the TV.  They of course laugh, but then I explain that this same exact thing 
happens in our lives if we choose to follow a different plan then what God has insƟlled in us as our purpose!   And this is not a 
laughing maƩer because it is real life and it has real consequences!

  HB 40 is hea ng up -- it could be called for a vote any day!  If  
  passed, the bill will  allow for public funding of aborƟons,  
  coverage for aborƟons in state health plans, funding of  
  organizaƟons that perform aborƟons (like Planned Parenthood), among other  
  things.  We must make our voices heard!
