VocaƟons Corner:   Finding God’s Plan While Carrying the Cross - Fr. Keith Romke, Director of VocaƟons 
 

As a priest I have an opportunity to visit people in the hospital and in Rehab FaciliƟes quite oŌen, and as you might 
imagine, the outlook and the spirits of the individuals whom I meet run the spectrum.  Some of them are ready to give 
up hope whereas other have smiles on their faces no maƩer what it is that they are enduring. 
 

From Ɵme to Ɵme I am so blessed with the opportunity to be inspired myself and to be reminded of God’s goodness and God’s 
plan through the words of those who I go to visit.  Within the past few weeks I’ve had 2 such instances. 
 

The first came from a young lady who very unexpectedly was diagnosed with a painful disease that has her in and out of the 
hospital.  She is one of the most posiƟve people that I’ve ever met, she never complains, and she repeatedly says that she knows 
that God has a plan, that she knows that God is good, and that she knows that God is going to get her through this.  Her 
strength that comes from Christ inspires me to have a deeper faith that God knows exactly what He is doing in each of our lives! 
 

The second inspiraƟon came from a woman (who is also one of the most posiƟve people that I’ve ever met!) who is in a rehab 
facility and isn’t sure when she’ll be released to return home.  She of course wants to be home, but that she’s sure that if she has 
to stay longer that it’s because God is calling her to conƟnue to be encouraging and to be able to bring hope and posiƟvity to the 
other people who are there with her!  Both of them are inspiring because they know that God is at work even when things are 
tough!  So never give up hope and know that God is with you and that He has a beauƟful plan for you!
